HOW TO MADE A MAPLE LEAF PENDANT

These are copies of pendants that we will be doing at Cabela’s at fall Ladies Day as
well as the standard feather pendants.

1. Cut a Maple Leaf bland from a 1/8" inch thick piece of tupelo or other wood
approximately 2” x 2”.

2. Draw in the veins of the leaf and then burn them with a burner.

3. Using a large Ruby Bur tapper the Leaf from the vein to the o/s edge.

4. Seal the leaf and then paint to the colour of your choice or use a special wood
such as Walnut or Cedar, and finish it as natural.



CARVING IN THE PARK: AWCA’s Annual Summer Carving School

Welcome to the Alberta Wildlife Carving Association’s “Carving in the Park”
Summer Carving School. “Carving in the Park” began in 2010 with the mandate of
creating a summer program featuring the highest quality instructors available. The
classes are designed to expand the AWCA member and instructors carving skills,

abilities and understanding of three-dimensional wildlife art.

AWCA believes it is far more cost effective for its membership to bring instructors
to Western Canada than for individual carvers to travel to carving schools
elsewhere in Canada and/or the United States given the cost of travel, food,
accommodations and registration fees. In addition, AWCA tries to keep costs,
especially to members, reasonable and has opted for 6 day courses rather than

the usual 5-day format.

Classes are conducted in the Strathcona Arts Barn, A. J. Ottewell Community
Centre 590 Broadmoor Boulevard Sherwood Park, Alberta with the number of
classes limited to two or three. This results in a very casual cozy atmosphere with
an emphasis on making the experience as pleasant as possible for participants.
The coffee is always on with home-made treats as well as wonderful lunches.
“Carving in the Park” also hosts a Saturday evening BBQ to allow participants and

their families to get to know each other a little better.

CARVING IN THE PARK

2017 Basket Weaving- Edmonton Course Description
July 11 to 16,2017

These courses are designed for you to learn and create, while having fun. Three one-and-a-
half-day basket weaving classes will happen over the six days of the school. Using various
widths of reed, students will learn basket weaving techniques to create and finish up to
three baskets. They will choose from a variety of natural and hand-dyed reeds, as well as
yarn to incorporate their own color choices during the weaving.

Beth Crabb- Weaving Biography

Beth started weaving in 1991 at Crete Nebraska, and learned willow weaving in Sask. She
is largely self-taught, and enjoys creating her own designs. Her work in watercolor and clay
influence the development of her weavings. Beth enjoys teaching basketry, and sharing her
passion for weaving and her love of creating functional works of art. Her baskets have been
exhibited in Moose Jaw at Yvette Moore’s Gallery, Creative Photo graphics, the Moose Jaw
Museum and Art Gallery, Moose Jaw Cultural Centre, and Lumsden’s Letterbox Gallery. In
2007 she was selected as one of three artists to represent Moose Jaw in Ottawa on July 1, to
celebrate Moose Jaw as one of the Cultural Capitals of Canada. In 2011 Beth was juried into
the Sask. Craft Council. Her weavings are in collections across Canada.

First Basket: Beth's Basket with Cherokee Wheels: July 11t full day and July 12t

AM.

This 8 X 12" market basket is woven to 5 1/2" tall, using a combination of plain
weave, twining, continuous weave, and the addition of beautiful Cherokee
wheels. We will use flat and flat/oval dyed and plain reed, and add a notched
wooden handle.




Second Basket: Genie Basket: July 13%" full day and July 14 AM.

This basket starts with a T-pin start and twines to a 6" base, then gradually swells
to about 10" across before it shrinks to its” 4" neck at 12" tall. This basket's main
goal is to teach shaping, and the beautiful Japanese wave weave, seen in the "X"
pattern over the wider flat reed.




Third basket: Appalachian Egg Basket: July 15%, and July 16" AM.

This egg basket can be woven with a fancy handle, or not, and has the option of a
God's eye beginning, or an "X" three-point lashing. You will learn how to measure
the ribs to create the shape you want, and have the opportunity to include yarnin
your weaving. We will use an 8" round hoop, and an 8 X 12" oval hoop to create
the framework.
